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Architectural Styles of Hawaii and  
Historic Preservation Programs Seminar
The Architectural Styles of Hawai‘i and Historic Preser-
vation Programs Seminar was held on March 25 at the 
University of Hawai‘i Richardson School of Law.  Over 50 
architects, planners and real estate professionals attended 
the first presentation of this seminar developed by Historic 
Hawai‘i Foundation.

The seminar was designed to provide an introduction 
into the architectural history of Hawai‘i and some of the 
programs that have been developed to help preserve the 
historic residences of Hawai‘i.  Attendees at the half-day 
seminar heard presentations by noted preservation architect 
Lorraine Minatoishi Palumbo and architectural historian 
Don Hibbard on the history of architecture in Hawai‘i from 
pre-contact times to the present, the benefits of historic 
preservation, a primer on the National and State Register of 
Historic Places and an overview of the popular architectural 
styles of Hawaii’s residences.  In addition to the presenta-
tion, attendees received a 78-page full-color manual, “The 
Story of Architecture in Hawai‘i,” which was written for this 
seminar and is only available to seminar attendees.

The seminar has been approved for professional 
continuing education credit by the American Institute of 
Architects and the American Institute of Certified Planners.  
Future presentations of the seminar are being planned.  For

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The National Park Service has published a number of Preser-
vation Briefs, one of which deals specifically with lead paint 
(www.nps.gov/history/hps/tps/briefs/brief37.htm). While it 
can be assumed that most historic housing contains lead-
based paint, it cannot be assumed that it is causing a health 
risk or should necessarily be removed. 

The National Park Service suggests that a risk assess-
ment be conducted. The purpose of a risk assessment is to 
determine, through testing and evaluation, where hazards 
from lead warrant remedial action. Testing by a specialist 
can be done on paint, soil, or lead dust either on-site or in a 
laboratory using methods such as x-ray fluorescence (XRF) 
analyzers, chemicals, dust wipe tests, and atomic absorp-
tion spectroscopy. Risk assessments can be fairly low-cost 
investigations of the location, condition, and severity of lead 
hazards found in house dust, soil, water, and deteriorating 
paint.

If possible, the best way to deal with these materials is to 
encapsulate them and leave them alone, as they only become 
dangerous once they are disturbed. Lead paint, for example, 
can be encapsulated by painting over it and effectively seal-
ing it off, which is much safer and cheaper than removing it.

Additionally, asbestos is only dangerous when it is being 
destroyed. If your asbestos tiles are chipping, it may be a 
good idea to have them removed following proper standards 
for disposing of hazardous materials, but if they are intact 
and in good condition, the safest thing to do is to leave them 
in place.

You should consult with a professional to determine the 
best course of action for dealing with the hazardous materi-
als in your historic home, as the location of the materials and 
their condition will determine what the best solution is  
for you.

ASK THE EXPERT What do I do about hazardous material (lead, asbestos, etc.)  
in my historic home?

T he National Trust defines cultural heritage tourism as

Heritage tourism allows 
us to share these places with our visitors in a way that 
respects and honors these historic sites. Heritage tourism is 
concerned with honoring and portraying the authenticity 
of a place. It can help the people of Hawai‘i to portray an 
authentic image of who we are to visitors, while attracting 
the type of visitors that appreciate the real experiences that 
Hawai‘i has to offer.

Cultural heritage tourism can have a tremendous 
economic impact on local economies. To economic benefits 
like new businesses, jobs and higher property values, 
tourism adds less tangible—but equally important—payoffs. 
A well-managed tourism program improves the quality 
of life as residents take advantage of the services and 
attractions tourism adds. It promotes community pride, 
which grows as people work together to develop a thriving 
tourist industry.

An area that develops its potential for cultural heritage 
tourism creates new opportunities for tourists to gain an 
understanding of an unfamiliar place, people or time. With 
the arrival of visitors in turn come new opportunities for 
preservation. Well-interpreted sites teach visitors their 
importance, and by extension, the importance of preserving 
other such sites elsewhere.
